5 points for Brokers to consider. 

1. EU Customers and risk
You will not be able to continue to help EU 
based customers without the right regulatory 
permissions for the location of the risk and 
the location of the customer. Check your 
regulatory permissions. Read more here. 

2. Driving in Europe
From January the UK may no longer be in the EU 
‘free-circulation’ zone so you or your customers  
(including hauliers) will need Green Cards for 
vehicles and trailers to legally drive in Europe.

3. Holiday homes
You will be able to help a UK based client with 
a European holiday home, but not a UK 
national now living in the EU (Ex Pat). Check 
the details. Read more here. 

4. Travel Insurance
The UK has not yet reached agreement on 
reciprocal health arrangements, so it is more
important than ever to help your customers get 
suitable travel insurance available via BIBA 
schemes so they can access emergency treatment 
when travelling abroad. Read more here. 

5. Communicating with
